By providing access 

to education, job training, interim financial assistance, mental health and spiritual support, New 

Friends New Life helps women, teen girls and children overcome backgrounds of abuse, 

addiction, poverty and limited opportunities. In 2019, NFNL served 372 members (clients). 

NFNL also educates the community and works to eradicate the epidemic of human trafficking 

through advocacy, legislative reform and strategic partnerships that address systemic causes. In 

2018, NFNL opened a drop-in Youth Resource Center (YRC) in partnership with the Office of 

the Governor to serve trafficked and high-risk teen girls. More than 100 girls visited the YRC 

during its first year. In 2015, NFNL organized its Men's Advocacy Group to engage men in the 

fight against sex trafficking and exploitation.
